1.0 Opening & Welcome

She went on to say that the members need to provide their details regarding the reptiles they brought to the show-and-tell to Marcel as these need to be logged on the register for Nature Conservation.

Tracy then briefly discussed the transmission of diseases from one snake to another due to handling other people’s snakes. Careful husbandry needs to prevail was the closing statement made to this topic.
